MINUTES OF APRIL 11TH, 2007

The April11th, 2007 meeting of the Bucks County Airport Authority was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Chairman Allen Black at the Quakertown Airport.  Members attending were Beans, Mininger, Scarlett, and Tollini.  Solicitor Graham was also in attendance.

The meeting opened with the pledge of allegiance.

The minutes of March 14th, 2007 were accepted with the suggested corrections with a motion by Mr. Scarlett, second by Mr. Beans, and passed unanimously.

Audit Report

Ms. Joann Paris, of Bee, Bergvall & Company, presented a summary of the Authority’s 2006 audit.  She stated there is a clean opinion

Mr. Scarlett made the motion to accept the audit report as presented.  Mr. Tollini seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Public Comments

Leo Bernabei, a Quakertown Airport neighbor, asked the Authority to reinstate the noise abatement procedures that were place last year. The Authority stated that there have been no changes to the noise abatement procedures and Jack Merritt, of UBAC, said he will remind the pilots to follow the procedures. Mr. Bernabei thanked Mr. Merritt.

Quakertown Airport FBO

Jack Merritt, of UBAC, said they are looking forward to some good spring weather for a lot of flying.

Doylestown Airport FBO

Ryan Witt, of Leading Edge Aviation, reported that he received an additional quote on the maintenance hangar roof.

Mr. Tollini made the motion directing L. Robert Kimball to prepare bid documents for the Doylestown maintenance roof replacement and authorizing the administrators to advertise the bid.  Mr. Scarlett seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Ryan said he hopes to have some prices next month for the replacement of the heating system in the administration building.
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Doylestown Pilot Association

Rick Hadden, of the association, reported that the open house is scheduled for May 19th, with a rain date on May 20th.  

He said the schedule for picnics this year will be Saturday, June 23rd, no picnic in July, the Authority’s picnic honoring a community group on August 22nd, and the last picnic to be September 29th.

Quakertown Pilot Association

Mr. Mininger said a Young Eagle’s Day for 35 youngsters is planned for this Saturday.

Engineer’s Report

Bill Patrick, of L. Robert Kimball & Associates, reported that the Quakertown taxiway project is approximately 25% complete and on schedule.  He is very satisfied working with Blooming Glen.

Bill asked the Quakertown subcommittee to look at the action plan and suggest some hangar placements.

Mr. Patrick said is unaware of any change in the Stormwater Phase I project.  He said the only review letter received on Phase II of the stormwater project was from the landscape

review committee.

Bill said that PennDOT is still reviewing the grant application and he thinks they will fund the base bid, plus alternates 1, 2 & 3.  He feels the Authority should have the grant in hand by mid to late May.

Bill said the Doylestown access road rehabilitation grant will be scheduled after the weir work is done on stormwater Phase II to avoid damaging the new paving if it were done before the weir work.  Mr. Tollini reported that Fran McCabe has agreed to allow us to maintain access to the airport through his property during construction. Mr. Black said we should write a nice thank you letter to Mr. McCabe.

Bill said he found out that the ASF buildings at Quakertown all have their own wells.

Administrators’ Reports

Financial:

Treasurer Mininger recommended accepting the financial report as submitted and paying all bills presented, including additional bills totaling $415,201.83.  He reported that bills paid in March from the operating account was $61,441.55, while $128,873.02 was paid in March for projects.  Mr. Beans made the motion to accept the financial report and pay all bills presented.  Mr. Tollini seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Solicitor Graham was asked to look at the Hughes rental agreement that may be expiring within the next year.
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Administrative:

Chairman Black said Cabin Communications has gotten a proposal to update the Authority’s website for $2500. and a $30 monthly maintenance fee.  Mr. Tollini made the motion to accept the proposal to update the Authority website for $2500. and a $30. per month maintenance fee.  Mr. Mininger seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

The administrators were asked to put the request for an extension to the East Ramp project on the May meeting agenda.

Doylestown Airport Subcommittee

Mr. Tollini said the pilot briefing room is complete with a computer with internet.  The Authority agreed to provide the supplies for the printer in the briefing room.

Ryan Witt asked if the Authority was interested in switching the type of paper towels provided in the restrooms from folded to pull type and the Authority said they were.

Mr. Tollini will speak with a Doylestown resident who complained about aircraft flying over her home.

Quakertown Airport Subcommittee

Mr. Mininger reported that the security camera system is complete and a dedicated website will be set up for the system.

Mr. Tollini made the motion authorizing the Quakertown Airport subcommittee to accept a proposal up to the amount that is remaining in the grant for fencing the administration building area after bids are received.  Mr. Mininger seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Mr. Mininger said UBAC will be handling a two day car show at Quakertown Airport on May 19th and 20th.

Mr. Mininger said he got a request from an individual that wants to cut some dead trees on the airport property.  The Authority asked that he put his request in writing as to what he wants to do, assuming any risk and that the trees be marked that he would like to cut.

Mr. Mininger said he will respond to a Quakertown tenant who wrote a letter complaining about the snow plowing this season and the need to repair his hangar door.

Solicitor’s Report
Solicitor Graham has prepared three district justice complaints and after Authority signature will file them.

He also reported that there are several tenants who were informed by the administrators that they would not be offered a new lease after their leases expire on April 30th unless 

their balances were cleared.  He will work with the administrators in the next weeks to
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take action.

Solicitor Graham said he will need the contract for Phase II of the stormwater project at Doylestown Airport once the grant amount is firm, so that it can be provided to Buckingham Township for their review.

Motion to adjourn at 9:05 p.m. by Mr. Scarlett, seconded by Mr. Mininger, and passed unanimously.
