MINUTES OF JUNE 13TH, 2007

The June 13th, 2007 meeting of the Bucks County Airport Authority was called to order by Vice-Chairman Harry Scarlett at 7:40 p.m. at the Doylestown Airport.  Members attending were Beans and Mininger, along with Solicitor Graham.

The meeting opened with the pledge of allegiance.

Mr. Beans made the motion, seconded by Mr. Mininger, to accept the minutes of May 9th. 2007 as submitted.  The motion carried unanimously.

Public Comments

Wayne Henderson stated that he is aware the Authority was seeking bids for the installation of HVAC at Doylestown and he recommended Prestige, who did personal work for him and he was extremely satisfied.

Quakertown FBO

Jesse Leayman, airport manager, reported a load of fuel was received last week.

Mr. Mininger said the airport was closed on Monday due to the taxiway project and a NOTAM was issued.  

Mr. Mininger also reported that they have received three proposals for the Quakertown FBO and are getting additional information from the parties.  He asked that the full Board have time to review this information and that it be put on the July meeting agenda.

Doylestown FBO

Ryan Witt, of Leading Edge Aviation, said a revised quote was received from Cenco for the HVAC for a cost of $10,200.

Solicitor Graham recommended that because of the cost of the project, it be bid formally with specifications provided to interested bidders.

Mrs. Raterman reported one bid of $49,669. was received for the replacement of the maintenance hangar roof.  Mr. Beans made a motion to reject the bid for the maintenance hangar roof.  Mr. Mininger seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Mr. Mininger made the motion authorizing Kimball to revise the hangar roof

specifications, if necessary, after discussing this with the Doylestown subcommittee.  Mr.
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Beans seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Quakertown Pilot Association

Jack Merritt reported they held a Young Eagle’s Day last Saturday and flew 21 Young Eagle.  He also reported that EAA is setting aside an area at Oshkosh this year for the Quakertown Pilot Association

Doylestown Pilot Association

Mrs. Raterman said the Celebration of Flight was a huge success with activities, food, music, and skyrides for all.  Ryan Witt commented that the radio control aircraft, piloted by Rick Meyer, put on a spectacular show.

Engineer’s Report

Bill Patrick, of L. Robert Kimball & Associates, brought several photos of the Quakertown Airport taxiway project.  He reported that the drainage work, ponds, piping, inlets, and basins are all in.  He said the taxiway is being done in two phases and doesn’t believe the project will be completed until August.  Bill said Kimball has submitted engineering supplement #1 to the Authority requesting additional funding.  Mr. Mininger made the motion, seconded by Mr. Beans, to approve engineering supplement #1 for the Quakertown Airport taxiway project subject to PennDOT approval.  The motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Mininger said he has spoken with Mr. Tomczyk of PennDOT concerning items on the Quakertown Action Plan project.

Kimball is attempting to meet with a Doylestown Airport neighbor to discuss a recent water run-off concern.

Kimball submitted the engineering agreement for the Doylestown Airport EA public hearing.  Mr. Mininger made the motion approving the Kimball engineering agreement for the Doylestown Airport EA public hearing, with modifications to be made by Kimball to supply periodic statements.  Mr. Beans seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Mr. Beans made the motion, seconded by Mr. Mininger, to authorize Kimball to provide specification for bidding for the HVAC in the Doylestown Administration building.  The motion carried unanimously.

Ryan Witt asked if Leading Edge can replace the window unit in the training area of the terminal until the new air conditioning is installed. Jack Merritt said UBAC might have a unit that they will be willing to sell.

Administrators’ Reports

Financial:

Treasurer Mininger recommended accepting the financial report as submitted and paying
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all bills presented, including additional bills totaling $559,082.18  He reported bills paid from the operating account in May was $ 77,765.18, while bills paid from the project account in May was $78,521.81

Mr. Beans made the motion to accept the financial report and pay all bills presented.  Mr. Mininger seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Administrative

The Authority would again like to honor a community volunteer organization with a picnic in August.  Mr. Beans made the motion to honor Doylestown Fire Company #1 at the August picnic this year.  Mr. Mininger seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Solicitor’s Report

Solicitor Graham reviewed the agreement with Ascent for the providing of fuel at Quakertown Airport. He pointed out that $1 million of liability insurance needs to be provided.

Mr. Mininger made the motion, seconded by Mr. Beans, to accept the fuel supply contract from Ascent.  The motion carried unanimously.

Solicitor Graham said there is an outstanding balance on a Doylestown hangar tenant who has a judgment against him.

The hearing for an aircraft owner at Doylestown is scheduled at the District Court, Solicitor Graham reported.

Solicitor Graham said he is experiencing difficulty serving several delinquents who reside out of state.

Solicitor Graham said that both he and the township solicitor have submitted their briefs to the judge on some litigation issues.

Solicitor Graham asked that all tenants sign the lease addendum for the property on Hillcrest Drive and that the new tenant get a copy of the lease plus the addendum.  Mr. Mininger said the air conditioner compressor needed to be replaced at this property at a cost of $939.

Quakertown Subcommittee

Jack Merritt said the flight school trailer and steps will be removed by the end of the month, but that the deck will remain.

Mr. Mininger said there was a banner pick-up last Saturday and the waiver and insurance certificate were provided to the Authority.
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Mr. Mininger said Pennridge VOR is not broadcasting an identifier at this time.

Public Comments

Wayne Henderson, of JetThere, LLC, said that he is familiar with ProCon Roofing and would recommend them.

Mr. Henderson said he came before the Board in early 2006 expressing interest in “thru the fence” at the BioTechnology Center next to the Doylestown Airport.  He has since found that there is an area on the BioTech Center property that a helicopter could use for operations but would fuel the helicopter at the Doylestown Airport.  He will be pursuing this matter through the Bureau of Aviation and FAA.

Motion to adjourn at 9:30 p.m. was made by Mr. Mininger, seconded by Mr. Beans, and passed unanimously.
